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DESIGNATION OF THE RECORD ON APPEAL
(only if Criminal Court is Appointed Counsel)
1. Designation of the record on appeal will be performed in accordance with the attached Procedures

adopted by the Unites States Court of Appeals for the Tenth Circuit. Please refer to these Procedures
concerning appellant requirements for ordering transcripts, preparing docketing statement and briefs,
and designation of the record on appeal.

The parties should have copies in their files of all documents to be included in the record in appeal.
This office will furnish copies of any documents or pleadings which they may not have; however, such
copies must be requested before the record is transmitted to the Court of Appeals. References in the
briefs to documents will be cited in accordance with the attached order of the Court of Appeals and its
Procedures.

ORDERING THE TRANSCRIPT

2. In accordance with Rule 10(b) of the Federal Rules of Appellate Procedure, the appellant must, within 10
days after filing the Notice of Appeal, make satisfactory arrangements and order direct from the court
reporter a transcript of such parts of the proceedings deemed necessary for this appeal. The order must be
in writing using the attached Transcript Order Form and a copy of the order must be filed with this office
within the same 10 days after filing the Notice of Appeal.. If no transcript is to be ordered, the appellant
must file with this office a certificate to this effect, as reflected on the appropriate section of the Transcript
Order Form, within the same 10 days.

3. Unless the entire transcript is to be included, the appellant must file with the United States Court of
Appeals, within the 10 days following the filing of the Notice of Appeal, a statement of the issues he
intends to present on the appeal (The docketing statement required by 10th Cir. R 3.4 fulfills this
requirement) and must serve on the appellee a copy of the transcript order (either ordering a transcript or
certifying that no transcript is being ordered) and a copy of the statement of the issues.

4. If the appellee deems that a transcript of other parts of the proceedings is necessary, he must, within 10 days
after service of the order or certificate of no transcript and of the statement of the issues, file and serve on
the appellant a designation of additional parts to be included. Unless within 10 days after service of such
designation, the appellant has ordered such parts and has not notified the appellee, the appellee may, within
the following 10 days, either order the parts or move the District Court for an order requiring the appellant
to do so. At the time of ordering a transcript, the party must make satisfactory arrangements with the court
reporter for the cost of the transcript, and complete and file the necessary Transcript Order Form.
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
