follows:

(a) Ten percent (10%) of criminal cases on a random basis; provided, however, that
in the event any criminal matter assigned to Judge Brimmer requires a trial, the
case will be reassigned on a random basis to another district judge for completion.

(b) Fifteen percent (15%) of civil cases on a random basis; provided, however, that in
the event any civil matter assigned to Judge Brimmer requires a trial, the case will
be reassigned on a random basis to another district judge for completion; or in the
alternative, the parties may consent to trial before the magistrate judge.

(©) Judge Brimmer will be assigned probation/supervised release revocation matters
in criminal cases previously assigned to him.
